Board President Michael Goldberg welcomed those present and announced that
the Board of Education was interested in encouraging all members of the public
to share their ideas, comments and questions. He noted that public participation
opportunities would be available at the beginning of the meeting and again at
the end of the meeting and, as stated in Board Policy, no person should speak
for more than three minutes and each period of public participation would be
limited to thirty minutes. If there were questions or concerns regarding matters
on the Consent Agenda, it would be important to utilize the first public
participation opportunity as the Board would act on those items immediately.

Board President Michael Goldberg introduced Superintendent of Schools Paul
Defendini and asked for his monthly update to the Board of Education. Mr.
Defendini began with congratulations to the Farmingdale Schools' community,
staff and students on the St. Baldrick's fund raising event. He recognized the
Hroch family for the untiring efforts in this work, stating that over the past nine
years, $1,000,000 had been raised.

Superintendent Defendini introduced Dr. William Brennan, the Assistant
Superintendent for Innovation and Organizational Development. Dr. Brennan
provided a summary of the most recent ThoughtExchange effort which focused
on avenues of communication. A quick review suggests that the preferred
method of communication is text message. Comments, suggestions and
feedback requires further study and the ability to synthesize the data to valid
conclusions. Dr. Brennan stated that he would continue to update the Board of
Education.

Dr. Brennan continued in his update with a review of the annual Connected
Educators conference. This conference, held on March 23 included over 300
educators from across Long Island and New York State. The program was
focused on growing and increasing student opportunities. Panel discussions
and workshops included parents, teachers and students. He stated that it was
an extraordinary event and thanked the Board of Education for their support.

The Superintendent's Update concluded with a summary of the issues
associated with this month's computer based testing schedule. An issue had
arisen at the NYSED regarding the administration of the exams. Mr. Defendini
stated that the examinations would begin as soon as those issues were resolved.
It was his hope that this would happen with the least disruption as possible to
the academic environment.

Board President Michael Goldberg opened the meeting for the first public
participation. Mrs. Hroch stepped forward and thanked the Board of
Education, administration, teachers and students for their efforts towards the
St. Baldrick's fundraiser.

RESOLVED, that the Farmingdale Union Free School District Board of
Education adopt the proposed school budget for the fiscal year July 1, 2019
through June 30, 2020 in the amount of $171,083,800, subject to voter
approval.

Discussion:

Board President Michael Goldberg introduced Assistant to the Superintendent
for Business Michael Motisi and asked for an update on the 2019-2020 budget
preparation. Mr. Motisi began his presentation by summarizing the discussions
that had taken place during prior budget workshops. He detailed the tax levy



limit calculation, which provides for a 2.73% increase. He continued with a
summary of the proposed revenue budget, comparing the 2018-2019 approved
revenue budget to the anticipated 2019-2020 revenue. Increases are seen in
state aid and PILOT and interest payments. Mr. Motisi continued with a review
of the 2019-2020 proposed cost element summary. The district anticipates a
reduction in expenses associated with employee benefits, particularly as they
relate to health insurance and retirement system contributions. The increase in
contract services was related to districtiwide security initiatives. The increase
in capital projects was for the work associated with the Smart Schools Bond
ancillary costs. It is anticipated that the budget to budget increase would total
3.24%. Mr. Motisi explained the reductions that would be necessary under a
contingent budget.

Mr. Motisi provided a summary of the legislation passed with the 2019-2020
New York State budget. The district received approximately $114,000 in
additional state aid; districts would be allowed to establish a specific TRS
reserve. New legislation will allow for the piggybacking on out-of-district
transportation contracts with private bus companies. Additional changes
include updates to APPR testing, the permanency of the tax cap, a change in
STAR relief, and changes in the Nassau County reassessment timeline.

Mr. Motisi provided the language that will be included on the May 21 ballot
for the budget proposition the Farmingdale Youth Council's budget and the
trustee election.
